Turn right at the traffic light just past Jack's Muffler & Brake Shop.  Follow road for 0.5 miles to stop sign.  Bear left and continue 0.3 miles to Washington County Fairgrounds.  Use entrance "C".  

FROM I-70 West:  Take Exit 17 (PA 18, Jefferson Ave).  At end of ramp, turn right.  Go 0.1 miles and turn right on to PA 18 North.  Follow PA 18 North 1.1 miles.  Turn right at traffic light.  (No street sign, but just past Jack's Muffler & Brake shop on the right).  Follow road for 0.5 miles to a stop sign.  Bear left and continue 0.3 miles to the Washington County Fairgrounds (on North Main St.).  Use Entrance "C".

FROM I-79:  Take Exit 41 (Race Track Rd).  Do NOT take exit 40.  Look for the Washington County Fairgrounds or Washington Agricultural Fair signs at the end of the exit ramp.
